SUBJECT:  Army Readiness Assessment Program (ARAP) (BN Tasking 28-14)
1.  Reference:  AR 385-10, The Army Safety Program.

2.  Purpose:  Name Battalion initiated the process of participating in the Army Readiness Assessment Program (ARAP).         (3)  The assessment will take between 10-12 minutes per person. At the end, a certificate may be printed to document the completion of the assessment.
