Beta Testing for the Enhanced Army Readiness Assessment Program (ARAP)
It is critical that safety programs are focused on and relevant to addressing risky behaviors. To support leaders across the Army, the U.S. Army Combat Readiness Center is currently developing a new and enhanced ARAP to provide more precise data to individual leaders and units. The upgraded version will be deployed for beta testing in October 2016.
Beta testing is a well-designed and effective testing procedure that ensures errors, flaws or “bugs” do not prevent us from delivering a high quality product to you. Beta testing allows for the new ARAP to be tested under real time environment by testing every aspect of the program’s capabilities.  But we cannot test effectively without your help.

Volunteering to be a beta tester for the Army Readiness Assessment Program is a big responsibility. It involves committing your time and energy to testing the new product and providing detailed feedback. However, by participating you are contributing to the quality of ARAP, learning about its new and enhanced features, and shaping and influencing the future of ARAP.
We need a wide variety of units to volunteer so that we can test the many enhanced features such as more opportunities for write in comments, Commander/Director’s opportunity to create their own write in questions, and exploring the data based upon participant’s functional role in the command.  There are many more updates and enhancements not listed here that will provide leaders better granularity in their data.
We hope that you will find the value added in participating in the beta testing of ARAP starting.  We look forward to your feedback and support in ensuring the success of testing the new ARAP.
