Request an ARAP Higher Command Access Code


The process for requesting a higher command code will need to be submitted to either the Commander/Deputy/ CSM to gain access to the commander code.

The commander/ Deputy/ CSM are the only leaders in the Chain of command that can authorize the release of this code. You may only be given the code at the level you are assigned to. 

Here is an example below on how to request a higher command code:

“Commander Name” I need your permission to track the aggregate results for the “Command Level Choose one “(HQ/ DIV/ BDE)” on the Army Readiness Assessment Program (ARAP) participation. This is an online survey that Battalions are required to conduct IAW AR 385-10 which came out on 27 Dec 2013. Once I receive your permission I will be able to see how the organizations are progressing and when the commanders have received their briefing on the results from the United States Army Combat Readiness Center. 

Mr. Wells needs to be on the cc line Please respond back to all.

Mr. Wells will provide the Commanders Access code and a Navigation tool. 

The ARAP team can also provide a briefing to use at command level on the aggregated results when the Battalions have completed the ARAP survey process upon request.
